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The Benesse Prize was initiated in 1995 at the Venice Biennale on the occasion of the renaming of Fukutake
Publishing Co., Ltd. to Benesse Corporation (present-day Benesse Holdings, Inc.). It aims to honor and sup-
port artists who pose inquiries related to our times, society, and the environment, and whose commissioned
works inspire and lead us to think about “Benesse=well-being.”

From its 11th edition in 2016, the prize shifted its venue to an international art exhibition in Asia, and the past
three editions until the 13th in 2022 have been awarded to artists participating in the Singapore Biennale.
Shown at Benesse House Museum are the works of Benesse Prize awardees from the 11th to the 13th editions,
in collaboration with Singapore Art Museum, host of the Singapore Biennale. Pannaphan Yodmanee, Zul
Mahmod, Amanda Heng, and Haegue Yang present here works that have been reconstructed and installed
to resonate with the space, as well as newly created works in cooperation with Naoshima residents.

Today, as nearly three decades have passed since the creation of the Benesse Prize, we hope this oppor-
tunity will provide another place for people to reflect upon “Benesse=well-being” from increasingly diverse
viewpoints.
